INSTRUCTIONS FOR ROD SLIDE

MALIBU EXTREME/EXPLORER

THE first thing you need to do is find the same plastic I found I got it at tap plastics it looks like cutting board.

One thing to know when I first made the rod slide it was ½ to big on the sides I cut it to fit. so don’t try to make it

Fit the first time you make your cuts.

NOW we will start from the bottom up the first thing is the base plate it is ¼ in abs plastic 5 in wide 

19 in long it has a smooth side and a tecsher side I used the smooth side for the center block to slide on.

The center block is what the ram ball mount’s on. The center block slides in a dovetail cut at 45/degrees.

The faces of the dovetail need to be sanded with 400 grit sandpaper so the rod slide will slide nice an smooth.

The next part is the sides and the center block these are cut from the green plastic.

Take a ½ in thick by 5 ¼ in wide by 19 in long peace of the green plastic and mark the center block.

The bottom of the center block is 3 in wide and the top is 2 ¼ in wide mark the ends of the center block  

Draw a line from the bottom of the center block to the top of the center block this should be a 45 deg angle.

Now that the center block is marked you can make a line from one end to the other this is the most important

Cut don’t mess this one up I used a small table saw with a slim blade with small teeth I think it was a veneer blade

Set the saw at 45 deg and make your cuts.

 Now that you have the four main parts you can drill the holes to for mounting what I did was use/ 8 ONE IN> C/ clamps I bout 10 of them for less than 7 dollars this will hold down

The sides when you drill the holes you will need two more clamps the wood kind will work well and need to be

At lest 6 in wide. Now clamp together all the parts leave the center block the full 19 in long this will help keep thing’s in place when you have the parts clamped in place you can drill the holes drill them in the center of the side’s in side

Of the 4.in mark look at my pic on my website don’t drill to close to the inside you don’t want to drill throe the 

Dovetail it will be game over for you

. Now when you drill the hole’s put a bolt in after you drill each hole so it don’t 

Shift on you this should not happen if you clamped it right don’t forget to sand the face’s of the dovetail before you 

Drill. Make the holes smaller than the bolt/screws so they will thread them self’s thru the plastic and hold everything together.

Once this is done the hard part is over. Now that you have it together you can cut the center block .cut it the same size as the ram ball mounting base and cut the pulley mounting blocks from the same piece you cut the

Center block from save the plastic left over im thinking this will come handy later as this will wear out over time. 

Now mark the last cut’s this is the cut’s that will make it fit on the spine of the extreme/explorer the explorer is wider

Than the extreme so you can make it wider if you want.

 Now make a gasket out of sheet rubber I used ¼ in you can 

Buy it at most hardware store’s this will go between the rod slide and the kayak

 Now bolt the rod slide down take one screw out at a time start at the corner’s first and work your way in. Do not tighten to tight this may warp the rod slide I hade to make some adjustments because the kayak was not flat.

 Next is the mounting plate the part where the

Rod holders and fish finder go this was real easy to make take a piece of the green plastic 3.1/2 by 19in long and 

Bevel it with a router use stainless steel for hardware. Lube the rod slide with vaselean do not use harsh chem

This will eat the plastic wash after each use.
